Cameras will be positioned so we can see the 
performer’s face and hands. 

 We will play or sing a "work in progress" and positively critique 
each other’s performance. A piece that is a “work in progress” 
is not perfected, memorized or stickered. The remaining time 
will be other music activities and games. Each month will cover 
a different music theory topic.
